Karuna Center for Peacebuilding Celebrates its 15th Anniversary with Peter Buffett in ‘Concert and Conversation’ 
Amherst, MA, September 14, 2009 – The Karuna Center for Peacebuilding was founded in 1994, with a mission to address the growing global challenge of ethnic, religious, and political conflict.  Fifteen years later, the Karuna Center can celebrate remarkable achievements-- and to do so, have invited Emmy Award-winning musician and philanthropist Peter Buffett to speak and perform his ‘Concert and Conversation’ program.  The special event will take place at the Amherst Women's Club on October 17, 2009 from 6-8pm. 
Last Fall, Buffett launched his new ‘Concert and Conversation’ series. The inspiring and motivating program attracts fans of all ages and backgrounds. Complementing live performances of selections from Peter’s album releases (including his latest, Imaginary Kingdom and new singles released via his Ning community), Peter intersperses his songs with personal anecdotes, as well as videos from his film/television work and philanthropic activities to provide an entertaining and informative look into the life of a man with a truly unique story. The youngest son of legendary investor Warren Buffett, Peter's candid discussion about his upbringing, the lessons he's learned, and their role in the development of the man he's become illustrate that life is never a predetermined journey.  The program delves into Peter’s take on "earning your own reward," which is a central theme of his upcoming book Life Is What You Make It set for release in 2010 through Harmony (Crown). Buffett’s show has previously toured at the Global Philanthropy Forum, Paley Center For Media, and Universities including Berklee College of Music, Syracuse University, and Columbia University. 
Mr. Buffett will share the stage with Joseph Sebarenzi, the former speaker of the Rwandan parliament, who will be reading from his new book God Speaks in Rwanda. Mr. Sebarenzi held the position with the Rwandan parliament from 1997 until 2000, and is a survivor of the 1994 genocide.
